AGREEMENT GRANTING LICENSE 

FOR STUDENT PARKING AT CONNECT CHURCH

THIS AGREEMENT is made this _____ day of ______________ 2016, by and between CONNECT CHURCH, hereinafter referred to as the “OWNER,” and the ALBEMARLE COUNTY PUBLIC SCHOOLS, a political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Virginia, hereinafter referred to as “SCHOOLS.”
WHEREAS, the Owner is the owner in fee simple of the real property located in Albemarle County identified in the tax records of the County of Albemarle as Tax Map and Parcel Number 06100-00-00-00600 , further described below and hereinafter referred to as the “Property”;
WHEREAS, the Owner desires to grant to Schools a license to allow Albemarle High School students to park on the Property during the school day when school is in session; 

WHEREAS, Schools has determined that its available parking for students at Albemarle High School is inadequate to meet the needs of Schools; and
WHEREAS, the parties intend that this Agreement serve as a temporary license to allow as many as 55 students to park their personal vehicles on the Property.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual premises stated herein, the parties agree as follows:

1. SCOPE AND PURPOSE.  The purpose of this Agreement is to allow Schools to secure additional student parking to address the lack of sufficient parking on the school campus to meet the needs to the increasing student enrollment.  Schools agrees to collect parking fees according to the Owner’s fee schedule (Attachment A) and facilitate and administer the Owner’s conditions for use (Attachment B).  As stated herein, the Owner shall be responsible for monitoring the Property for compliance with the terms and conditions and advising Schools of any suspected violations.

2.
GRANT OF LICENSE.  For and in consideration of ONE DOLLAR ($1.00), cash in hand paid, the Owner hereby grants a license to Schools to create this parking arrangement for as many as 55 students during the school day in exchange for a parking fee per student according to the fee schedule attached as Attachment A and incorporated herein by reference.  

A.
The parking fees shall be collected by Schools and remitted in their entirety to the Owner within five (5) business days, excluding Schools holidays, of receipt. 

B.
The parties may agree to alter the parking fee schedule for the renewal period, if both parties sign and acknowledge an Amended Attachment A.  Upon execution, the Amended Attachment A shall be incorporated by reference into this Agreement.  Re-executing the entire Agreement shall not be required.
C.
The parties may agree to alter the terms and conditions of parking for the renewal period, or if the law so requires, if both parties sign and acknowledge an Amended Attachment B.    Upon execution, the Amended Attachment B shall be incorporated by reference into this Agreement.  Re-executing the entire Agreement shall not be required.

3.
MAINTENANCE AND CONTROL.   
A.
The Owner shall be responsible for maintaining the parking lot to include snow removal so that students will have access to reserved parking spots on any day that Schools is in session.  The Owner also will be responsible for controlling access to the parking to ensure only authorized students are parking on the property.  
B.
Owner’s contact for purposes of addressing issues of access and maintenance is Terry Lehmann (phone:  434.409.4014).  Owner will provide updated contact information, if necessary.    Owner’s contact person must be available by phone during all parking hours as dictated in Attachment B.  Schools will provide a reciprocal contact person and information to the Owner upon execution of this Agreement.
C.
The Owner shall be responsible for monitoring and directing the traffic flow on the Property. 
D.
The Owner shall ensure that the parking lot is compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 and applicable regulations.

4.
RIGHTS OF SCHOOLS.  Schools may have staff come onto the property should incidents or events compel such action while student vehicles are parked on the property.
5.
RESTRICTIONS ON USES AND ACTIVITIES.  
A.
Schools shall have no rights or uses on the property other than the parking of student vehicles during school hours and when school is in session. 

B.
Students and their parents will be required to agree to abide by conditions of use as evidenced by a form acknowledging such rules, which is attached as Attachment B and incorporated by reference in this Agreement.  A copy of an executed Attachment B shall be kept on file with Schools for each vehicle/student/parent to whom permission to park is given. 
C.
Schools shall not issue a parking pass to a student to use a parking space provided by the Owner unless and until all requisite forms, acknowledgements, and fees have been received by Schools.

D.
It shall be the Owner’s responsibility to monitor the Property for violations of the terms and conditions and to notify Schools for action.  Schools shall rescind a student’s parking privileges to the Property upon sufficient proof of a violation.


6.
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS.


A.
Term of license.  The term of this Agreement shall be for a period of one (1) year from the date hereof, or for a term conforming to the 2016-2017 academic school year, and shall automatically renew for an additional one (1) year term to coincide with the 2017-2018 academic school year.  Either party, however, may terminate this Agreement at any time by giving sixty (60) days written notice to the other party, specifically to the official address of the signatories below, of its intent to terminate.

B.
Modifications.  This Agreement may not be modified, except in a writing signed by the parties.  The Attachments may be modified as specified herein.
C.
Title, access and authority.  The Owner covenants and warrants to Schools that they presently own the fee simple interest in and to the Property and that the Owner is duly authorized and empowered to grant this License.

D.
Faith Based Organizations.  Albemarle County Public Schools does not discriminate against faith-based organizations.

E.
Compliance with Immigration Laws.  The Owner agrees that it does not currently, and shall not during the performance of this Agreement, knowingly employ an unauthorized alien, as defined in the federal Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986.
F.
Contract interpreted under laws of Virginia. This Agreement shall be deemed to be a Virginia contract and shall be governed as to all matters whether of validity, interpretations, obligations, performance or otherwise exclusively by the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, and all questions arising with respect thereto shall be determined in accordance with such laws.  Regardless of where actually delivered and accepted, this Agreement shall be deemed to have been delivered and accepted by the parties in the Commonwealth of Virginia.

G.
Venue. Any and all suits for any claims or for any and every breach or dispute arising out of this Agreement shall be maintained in the appropriate court of competent jurisdiction in Albemarle County.

H.
Entire agreement.  This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supercedes any prior understandings or oral or written agreements between the parties respecting the within subject matter.

Schools, acting by and through its Superintendent, duly authorized by the School Board of Albemarle County, Virginia, does hereby consent to the terms of this Agreement.
