Albemarle County High School Parking Analysis
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Building Services completed an analysis of the current parking lot situations at Albemarle High School (AHS), Monticello High School (MHS), and Western Albemarle High School (WAHS). The chart below shows the current number of parking spaces at each school, including a breakdown between the current number of student spaces (data provided by each school and based on the number of student passes issued) and staff/visitor/ADA/other parking spaces:

	Per the Virginia Department of Education (VDOE), schools should provide “Adequate parking for the staff and an additional 10 percent to 20 percent parking space for visitors.” Additionally, the VDOE states that student parking should accommodate one-third of the student enrollment. Based on this formula, MHS is the only school that meets the standard (Note: staff statistics are based on current number of FTE positions). Both AHS and WAHS fall short of the recommendation. Based on current enrollment numbers, AHS is short by 288 spaces and WAHS is short by 116 spaces. These calculations are represented in the graph below:

	When comparing the number of student passes that are issued relative to the current student enrollment, WAHS currently issues 1 pass for every 3.9 students, MHS currently issues 1 pass for every 5.0 students, and AHS currently issues 1 pass for every 5.6 students. These statistics are shown in the chart below:
